Article 1
Subject
1.1
The subject of the contract shall be the supply, delivery, unloading and installation of the following supplies:
1. Server (1 pc.);

2. Fire Detection Software (Main Lic & Site Lic) (1 pc.);

3. PTZ Camera (1 pc.);

4. Industrial Switch (1 pc.);

5. Network Switch (1 pc.);

6. UPS (1 pc.);

7. Installation materials and costs/supporting equipment (set).

in one lot only.
The contractor is to deliver and install the supplies at two locations within the Municipality of Bar, Montenegro: 
1) The Radio-Diffusion Centre’s radio tower on hill Volujica, where the Observation Point will be located, and 
2) The Building of the Protection and Rescue Service of Bar, where the Monitoring Room will be located.
Once installed, the supplies will constitute the Fire Detection System.
For the first location in particular, the contractor is to: install the devices to the already existing power and data infrastructure, while respecting the specific regulations and norms for the installation of equipment on radio towers; guarantee that the installed supplies do not interfere with the signal of antennas and other radio-station equipment; install the camera onto the existing radio tower in such a way that the dead spot of the tower itself is turned towards the sea. The camera must be focused on the mountains, not the urban core, and the software must blur faces and car license plates.
All relevant permits and subsequent data- and power-fees are the sole responsibility of the Municipality of Bar. This includes adhering to the Law on Personal Data Protection (Official Gazette of Montenegro No. 079/08 from December 23, 2008, 070/09 from October 21, 2009, 044/12 from August 9, 2012, 022/17 from April 3, 2017) subsequent to the installation of the equipment, whereby the Municipality of Bar is to ensure data protection of the gathered footage by means of encrypted wireless or passive network (single-fiber optic cable, reserved for direct and exclusive data transfer from the Observation Point to the Monitoring Room) with the data provider. 
The time limits for the delivery and installation shall be 6 months (184 days) from contract signature and the Incoterm applicable shall be DDP
. The implementation period of tasks shall run from the date of contract signature, March 29, 2024 to the November 29, 2024.
Subsequent to installation, the contractor is to provide training, instructing the licensed staff of the Protection and Rescue Service of Bar in the use of the Fire Detection System, and to maintain the installed equipment over a period of 2 (two) years.

The contractor shall comply strictly with the terms of the special conditions and the technical annex.

1.3 
The supplies which form the subject of the contract must be accompanied by the spare parts described by the contractor in its tender and by the accessories and other items necessary for using the goods over a period of 1 (one) year, as specified in the instructions to tenderers.
Article 2
Origin
The rules of origin of the goods are defined in Article 10 of the special conditions.  

A certificate of origin for the goods must be provided by the contractor at the latest when it requests provisional acceptance of the goods. Failure to comply with this condition may result in the termination of the contract and/or suspension of payment.
Article 3
Price
3.1
The price of the supplies shall be that shown on the financial offer (specimen in Annex IV). The total maximum contract price shall be <insert price> EUR.

Payments shall be made in accordance with the general and/or special conditions (Articles 26 to 28).
Article 4
Order of precedence of contract documents
The contract is made up of the following documents, in order of precedence:

· the contract agreement;

· the special conditions

· the general conditions (Annex I);

· the technical specifications (Annex II [including clarifications before the deadline for submission of tenders and minutes from the information meeting/site visit];

· the technical offer (Annex III [including clarifications from the tenderer provided during tender evaluation]);
· the budget breakdown (Annex IV);

· specified forms and other relevant documents (Annex V);

The various documents making up the contract shall be deemed to be mutually explanatory; in cases of ambiguity or divergence, they shall prevail in the order in which they appear above. 
Article 5
Other specific conditions applying to the contract
For the purpose of Article 44 of the general conditions, for the part of the data transferred by the contracting authority to the European Commission:
